1. This Council Notes
State the facts surrounding the issue 

a. The CO2 pollution from flights is significant. Whilst when traveling abroad, flying is the best available option as the alternative is more costly and time consuming, flying within the country is different.
b. In 2006 the CO2 pollution for London to Edenborough using a plane was over 8 times higher than using a train.
