State the facts surrounding the issue 

There is a general feeling around campus that students are not safe. The events of Bonfire Night have left a lot of students scared and wondering whether they have made the right choice in coming to study here. Even 2nd and 3rd years are commenting on how much more dangerous living on campus feels when compared to Park and Avenue. Students are able to walk into University buildings without ID, which just makes barriers beep. There is no security on the barriers to monitor this, but students are being told that ‘no ID, no entry’ which is being ignored. Townhouses are not safe as they don’t usually lock automatically, meaning that anyone could walk into them. Students have reported that their personal belongings have been stolen or intentionally and maliciously tampered with. Students at St. Johns are scared to leave their rooms.
